TO MECHELEN = € 4.10

TIP:  If  you’re  travelling  with  a  few  friends,  and  you  plan  

to  see  more  than  one  city  in  Belgium,  it’s  cheapest  to  

buy  a  ‘Go-­pass’  with  ten  tickets  for  €  50.  You  can  use  

it  between  all  the  Belgian  stations  with  more  than  one  

person  at  the  same  time.  If  you’re  older  than  25,  ask  

for  a  Rail  Pass  (same  system  for  €  74).

TIP:  If  you’re  travelling  alone,  you  can  also  order  a  ‘Go-­

pass  One’   ticket  online.  This  one   is  only  €  6,50.  You  

cannot  buy  it  in  the  train  station,  so  print  it  at  home!

TIP:  If  you’re  making  a  return  trip  during  the  weekend,  

ask  for  a  weekend  ticket.  This  is  almost  half  the  price.  
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
